How to Secure Posts to Deck
•	 Install proper post blocking (Dia. #1A & 1B). 

Use proper attachment screws or anchors 
shown in diagram. (Hardware for post 
attachment are not provided with the posts.)

•	 With 3/8” drill bit, drill through deck boards 
and blocking. (Dia. #1C)

•	 Drill a 5/8" hole in center of four deck screw 
holes for lighting wires (optional).

•	 Level and plumb post using shims.
•	 Secure posts to deck frame with suggested 

bolts, washers, and hex nuts.. (Dia. #1B)
*Verify local code requirements for post 
attachment hardware.

•	 Install post caps (after panels are installed). 
(Dia. #2)

Pre-drill 1/2" holes for post attach-
ment fasteners (sold separately).

Bracket Installation

How to install brackets on a post without pre-
installed brackets.
•	 Measure 36” and  3 5/16” (or 42” and 3 5/16” 

for 42” installs) from deck surface and mark a 
reference line on the post. 

•	 Mark holes on post using bracket as a guide
•	 Predrill holes through the post with #25 drill bit. 
•	 Attach the bracket to the post with the provided 

self tapping screws.

Cut Level Panel (When Needed)

Clamp or hold panel against post, adjust for 
equal end spacing. (Dia. #1)
•	 Determine the desired center of the rail; 

either a baluster or between two baluster 
holes. (Dia. #2)

•	 Measuring from the determined center, cut 
both ends of the rails.

•	 Mark the top and bottom rails.
•	 Cut panel 3/4″ less than opening size.
•	 Clean cut areas and apply touch-up paint 

on exposed ends. Touch-up paint sold 
separately.

•	 Paint cut ends of rail before final installation 
to prevent rust.

•	 Align the stair panel next to the posts with the 
bottom rail contacting the nose of all stair treads.

•	 Position the panel such that the gap between 
the last baluster on each end and the post 
are the same distance and at minimum 2 
1/4” between post and baluster and does not 
exceed 4”.

•	 Temporarily clamp the bottom rail of the stair 
panel to the posts at the top and bottom of the 
stair. Use cardboard to protect finish.

•	 Rack stair section to achieve desired angle 
and use a level to ensure balusters are plumb.

•	 Temporarily Clamp the top rail of the stair 
panel to the posts. Use cardboard to protect 
the finish.    

Important Notes:
•	 Actual Stair Panel Lengths: 6' Panels = 69.43" 

and 8' Panels = 91.31". 3″ posts are required to 
reach 6' and 8' lengths.

•	 Stair railing panels are designed to articulate 
between 30° and 45°. 

•	 Maximum post spans on stair railing application 
is 96" on center. Additional posts are required on 
any stair application more than 8' in length.

Align Stair Brackets

•	 Take a stair bracket and hold it next to the 
stair panel rail and flush to the post making 
sure its flush on the post and centered on the 
rail.

•	 Mark the top edge of the post side bracket 
where it falls on the post with a reference line.

•	 Mark the side of the stair panel where the 
bracket at each location with a reference line. 
DO NOT CUT THIS LINE

•	 Do this at each of the 3 other locations

Mark The Panel For Cutting

•	 Remove the 4 clamps, and lay the panel down. At each 
location on the panel mark a cut line 1” longer from the 
reference line. This accounts for the portion of the rail 
that sits inside the bracket.

Installing Drink Rail

1 Fasten Drink Rail To Panel

•	 Remove the panel bracket covers and post caps if 
already installed

•	 Measure between posts on the top of the panel, and 
cut the drink rail board to length

•	 Using a soft clamp or carboard (to not scratch the

•	 Using the T20 Torx bit fasten the bracket to panel and
